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We are pleased to share some of the
        highlights and progress at the UIMA and to
provide you with updates about our programming
and our continuous efforts to grow our
membership while we develop sound
infrastructure and process.

We have a dynamic team between the new board
of directors, the executive committee and the
operations team. The executive committee
meetings have had a high level of participation
and attendance with the energy and chemistry
of a team that is clear about its goals and
objectives.

We would like to share with you our progress in
three specific areas: programming, development
and infrastructure.

Programming
Since the last Board Meeting, we exhibited Edward
Matwijkiw - The Sensuous Way, and the

once again hold a Juventus Exhibit in early 2006.
Most importantly, we are working on a collaboration
with the Center for Contemporary Art in Kiev to
bring the Orange Revolution Exhibit to the UIMA
on December 2, 2005.

Development
The Development Committee continues to focus
on increasing grants.  In the last few months, the
Development team, in conjunction with our
Treasurer and Chair of  Strategic  Planning,  met
with representatives from the MacArthur
Foundation, the Kaplan Foundation and corporate
benefactors. In addition, we completed an
inventory of all grants that have been applied for
and together we assessed the status of those
grants. We have reinvigorated the development
process with hiring of a grant writer and the
identification new opportunities in our grant
pipeline.

Aka Pereyma is a multi-talented artist.
Growing up in a Ukrainian family and having

settled in the United States she adopted the
lifestyle of one seeking creative adventure. She
found artistic inspiration in her childhood
memories, her heritage rising to the forefront of
her consciousness.

She uses the rich tapestry of Ukrainian folklore as
the basis of her creativity, but where Ukrainian
folkloric art is traditionally realistic, the highly
imaginative Aka Pereyma combines Ukrainian
influences with current trends of western art.
The Aka Pereyma exhibit at UIMA, which took

place April 10 to May 22, included drawings,
watercolors, oils, mixed media, sculptures and
ceramics. The displayed works incorporated
originality of composition, perfection and depth of
detail, richness of color and certainty of vision.

Sculptures included in the exhibit portray various
birds created from assorted metal, such as lengths
of pipe, saws, chains, pitchforks, scythes and the
like, welded to create the intended sculpture. Aka
Pereyma received awards of distinction from the
Ukrainian government in 2001 and from the state
of Ohio in 2004.
